Skolar is a text serif, originally designed with scholarly and multilin-
gual publications in mind. The typeface maintains its credibility while
incorporating a subtle personal style, neither neutral nor conspicuous.
Prominent serifs and low-contrast modulation add to its ro-
bustness, and, together with a relatively large x-height, improves
the typeface’s readability in small sizes. This 6-STYLE FAMILY with
alarge character set is flexible enough for complex text settings
and editorial work. It also becomes distinctive in bigger sizes, fit-
ting the demands of corporate design. The structure of the typeface
is rather conventional, but the stroke-modulation stylistically re-
flects contemporary serif typefaces. The italic has a shallow angle
and large counters for better readability in small print.

It is a contemporary adaptation of the old-style Greek typefaces often used
in academic works which are typical for their fluidity and liveliness caused by
varying stress. The result is a working contemporary family with the charm of old
times. It includes monotonic as well as polytonic Greek, ligatures and small caps.
